The stone sanctuary or Phra Vihar is situated on a hill of the Dongrak range, about 657 metres above sea
level.

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Ordination is regarded as an act of great
merit done to parents and is, therefore, popular
amongst young men. It does not, in fact, bind one
with everlasting vows, and there are indeed very
few who have not spent several months at least
in the monastery either as a novice before reaching
the age of twenty, or as a monk after attaining his

maturity.

The ordination is solemnly held in the temple pre-
ded over by a high-ranking monk who has been specially
vited to perform the function. Present in the temple as
itnesses of the ceremony are all the monks of that
onastery.
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According to Thai tradition, gifts for presentation to
vices consist of four pieces of yellow robes, a bowl, a
ror, thread and needles and a piece of filtering cloth.
