A Visit to the National Museum
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Recommended as a place tosee in Bangkok is the National
Museum located next to Thammasat University. It houses art
and ancient objects from the earliest period of Thai history as
well as materials of cultural, historical and anthropological

interest.

The main buildings of the National Museum formerly made
up the palace of the Prince-Successor in the first reign of the
present Royal House of Chakri. They were built around 1782.
In 1962 King Prajadhipok gave the whole compound to the
Museum, which is now under the direction of the Department

of Fine Arts.

Itisimpossible to describe all there is to see in the National
Museum. But a short list should suffice. It includes Buddha
images of different periods, stances and sizes, Thai musical in-

struments, Thai costumes of various periods, ancient weapons,

foreign gifts to Thai kings, beautiful mother-of-pearl inlaid ob-
jects, ancient royal carriages, the first Thai-language typewri-
ter, royal personal paraphernalia, Thai coins, carvings, and

The National Museum is open to the public from 9:00-12:00
and from 13:00 to 16:00 hours every day except Monday,

Saturday and official holidays.

UARY AT CHAIYA

Eighteen years ago, a Buddhist Sanctuary was established at Suanmoke in
Chaiya District of Surathani Province by a priest known as Buddhadhat Bhikkhu.
The site, embracing a hilly woodland area of about 120 acres, is bordered on one
side by a long limpid stream. Under the shades of green and tall woodtrees,
abodes for monlks and residences for laymen lay apart along and atop various hills.
They are linked by footpaths lined with flowering and colourful plants. Different
from other monasteries, the sanctuary is without a temple. Priests belonging to it
have to be ordained from other monasteries. A swept-clear plateau under the
wood shade serves as an assembly for priests, while the slender wood trunks frame
the walls through which one can enjoy the peaceful scenery around. An open
public hall can house a number of devout Buddhists gathering there occasionally
to listen to a lecture about Buddhism given by Buddhadhat Bhikkhu.

With a view to propagating and extending Buddha’s teachings, Buddha-
dhat Bhikkhu has initiated the construction of a so-called ‘“‘Spiritual Theatre” to
serve as an assembly hall for the Buddhists. Buddhist monks from Ceylon have
been giving a hand in interior decorating. Due for completion by the end of this

year, the “Theatre” of the sanctuary will then stand as another manifestation of
Buddhism.

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The morning prayer is chanted by the Buddhists while the priests are having
their breakfast.
