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Abstract

As having the excitement to the importance of protecting the artistic heritage, native

ways of life and traditions in each area, it makes the cultural tourism become the centre
of tourism industries around the world. In addition, this research is focused on the cultural
tourism in Lampang province which is Wat Phra That Chom Phing in order to 1) survey and
analyse the most suitable route to get into the cultural tourist attractions : Wat Phra That
Chom Phing in Lam Pang province and 2) study and consider the contexts related to the
availability and capability of the community in the tourist attraction which is willing to
improve and encourage the sustainable tourism regarding to the standards of the cultural
tourist attractions in order to gain the information. Besides, the obtained data will be
analysed and separated into 2 parts. Firstly, the information being acquired from route
studies. In regards to the route findings, there are 3 main routes to get into Wat Phra That
Chom Phing and each of them is different in availabilities and capacities to support
tourists in terms of kinds and places they come from. Another part is the results from
studying about the community. It is found that Wat Phra That Chom Phing is know as a
famous cultural tourist attraction that has high magnetic to the tourists. However, it is lack
of supporting and encouraging from the private organisations and the government
organisations substantially. Significantly, inadequately managing and planning to develop
the cultural tourism systematically is mandatory to be improved in the future.
