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FESTIVAL OF LOY KRATHONG
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A *“krathong™ contest in Chiengmai
on the full-moon day of December.
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In Australia, the Thai
festival of “Loy krathong”
was celebrated for the first
time on the River Yarra,
Melbourne. A group of Thai
residents is seen holding a
large ““ krathong™ which they
are about to set adrift. More
than 200 Thai and Australians
on that very night floated
scores of ““krathong™ down
the river.
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The Loy Krathong Festival takes place in the full-moon night of’
the twelfth lunar month ( which usually falls in November ). The festival
is grandly observed throughout the kingdom and it is a must for foreign
tourists to witness and participate in this age - old festival.

According to King Chulalongkorn’s monumental work “the Royal
State Ceremonies month by month

, we are told that the Loy Krathong
is not recognizably a religious rite but merely a matter of general rejoicing
in which all the people take part. Nor is it confined to royalty. King
Chulalongkorn also held that the Loy Krathong had some connection
with the floating of lanterns as practised by Thai Kings in the north when
Sukhothai was the capital some six or seven hundred y

s ago.
The word “Loy” means “to float” and “Krathong™ means a bowl
improvised out of banana leaf for holding something. Thus “Loy Krathong™
is the floating of an illuminated banana-leaf bowl. But at present modern
Krathongs are made from various materials such as paper

and plastic and
are in different shapes apart from the traditional bowl-like ones.
The origin of the tradition can be traced

Primarily it is no doubt
a yearly offering to the water spirits or the floating away to the depths of
all sins and calamities that may befall anyone. Secondly the Loy Krathong
is observed as a thanksgiving to the goddess of Water. It was probably
initiated by agricultural people who rely on abundance of water as a source
of economic life. Thirdly, the festival is in its later development, an excuse
for spending an evening outdoors amidst pleasant surrounding near the
water

In the evening of the festival when a full moon appears in the sky,

the people make for the river or the nearby klong holding in their hands

krathongs filled with candles, joss-sticks, flowers and sometimes small
coins. The candles and incense sticks in the krathong are lit and a prayer
for good fortune is said before the krathongs are launched on to the placid
waters under the full - moon sky.
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The 9-day Vajiravuth Fair held in commemoration
of the anniversary of the demise of King Vajiravuth (King
Rama VI) was graciously opened by Their Majesties the
King and Queen on November 25 at Sranrom Gardens.
