The trip on January 12 took the Prime Minister
and party to the Military Aid Liaison Headquarters and
the Thai Victory Air Force in Saigon.

Prior to his
departure from Saigon Airport on the afternoon of
January 12, the Prime Minister told the Saigon Press
that a total of 12,000 more Thai troops would arrive in
South Vietnam w1th1n 90 days and these reinforcements
would increase the Thai force in Vietnam to 15,000 men.
At present these reinforcements are being trained 1n
Thailand. As for the situation in Vietnam, the Premier

expressed an opinion after he had visited the various
units and sectors that the Free World forces are having
the upper hand of the enemy.
